We are very proud of our students’ progress thus far but need your help to fully implement these procedures.
Please understand that the procedures begin immediately upon entering the building. Each morning students enter
the classroom, unpack their book bags and begin working on the assignment written on the board. Teachers are
required to monitor this process and attend to any housekeeping items. This procedure teaches students the im-
portance of getting started immediately and prepares them for a successful day. Likewise, the last ten minutes of
the school day are very important. This time is used for summarizing the day, answering questions and making
homework assignments which will prepare students for the next day. We ask that you help us fully implement our
school procedures by:
1. Making sure your child is on time and ready to start school.
2. Keeping the hallways clear during heavy traffic periods.
3. Keeping interruptions to a minimum.
4. Not signing your child out of school after 1:00 except in case of an emergency. Please remember that as part of
our school safety plan, parents picking up a child before dismissal time will be asked to show identification.

School Wide Procedures
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Our office is happy to assist you in scheduling conferences, getting messages to teachers or students, or other
needs you may have. Class interruptions must be kept to a minimum for learning to occur. Your assistance in the
implementation of our school wide procedures is greatly appreciated. Our goal is to become more efficient in the
use of instructional time which will result in increased student learning.
